Instructions for Completing Volunteer Form  

As our event has grown, so has our need for volunteers. While we have been thrilled with the 
positive response received from participants, media, and the business community over the last 
few years regarding Gasoline Alley’s Birthday Bash, it would not be possible to hold such a 
great event without the assistance of some truly dedicated volunteers.   

Each volunteer’s experience is somewhat different, but everyone reports that they had a great 
time and, as noted above, these volunteer efforts directly contribute to the success of our event. 
We welcome volunteers from all walks of life and experience - you don’t even have to own a 
street rod! 

The main areas where we need volunteer assistance this year are: 1) participant parking; 2) 
registration booth; 3) raffle booth; 4) vendor/exhibitor registration; and 5) judging/awards 
ceremony (additional information regarding these areas is provided below). By the way, each of 
these areas has a designated person to direct the effort, so that you always know whom to contact 
if you have questions, ideas, etc. 

1) Participant Parking: Volunteers help direct traffic to park participant vehicles. We can 
always use lots of help with parking vehicles, especially early in the morning (e.g., 6:00am).  

2) Registration Booth: Volunteers help with collecting registration fees.  This booth is really 
busy early in the morning (e.g., 6:30am) and then starts to taper off after 11:00am. 

3) Raffle Booth: Volunteers help with sales of raffle tickets, and distributing “goodie bags” to 
participants, assisting sales of drawing tickets, and collecting of ballots used to vote for selected 
trophies (e.g., kid’s pick, people’s choice, participant’s pick). This booth stays fairly busy 
throughout the day (e.g., 8:00am-4:00pm). 

4) Vendor/Exhibitor Registration: Volunteers help with collection of vendor/exhibitor fees and 
staging of their vehicles. Lots of activity early in the morning (e.g., 5:30am), slows down after 
approximately 8:00am. 

5) Judging/Awards Ceremony: As the title implies, volunteers help judge participant vehicles 
to determine trophy winners as well as assist with the awards ceremony. To ensure that worthy 
vehicles are recognized, we prefer that volunteers wanting to serve as judges have some previous 
experience. Judging starts at Noon, with awards being presented at approximately 4:00pm.
